Habitat Monitoring & Restoration Program

Since 2015, TTCD-coordinated pike derbies in
Tyonek and Beluga have removed 266 pike from
local systems. In 2017, TTCD will hold a pike
derby in May to continue these control efforts.
This year TTCD will also partner with Cook Inlet
Aquaculture Association for focused pike netting
efforts in June. For more details on how to par-
ticipate in the pike derby, contact John Hagan at
TTCD or visit TTCD’s Facebook page in April.

In addition to pike, TTCD is continuing to ad-
dress invasive plants. In 2016, TTCD worked
with multiple partners to address infestations of
orange hawkweed and other invasive plants in
Beluga. This summer, TTCD will continue these
efforts with the goal of eradicating these invasive
plants before they spread.
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This summer, TTCD plans to complete two cul-
vert replacements in the Tyonek area to improve
habitat access for salmon. Please visit TTCD’s
Facebook page throughout the summer to learn
about progress on these projects.

This year, TTCD continues to partner with the
Native Village of Tyonek Environmental Depart-
ment to address energy efficiency and waste is-
sues in Tyonek.

In the last few months, NVT and TTCD have
worked together to install insulation film and high
efficiency lighting in the Tyonek Tribal Center. In
addition, NVT and TTCD have jointly removed
over 500 Ibs of electronic waste from Tyonek.
TTCD and NVT will continue to work together in
2017 to address these issues.

Through joint efforts by TTCD, NVT, TNC and
Alaska Forum, Tyonek was awarded the Green-

Star Community Award in February, 2017. This
award reflects on Tyonek’s well-run landfill, re-
cycling efforts, backhaul activities, and energy

efficiency upgrades.
